She refused to get out of the
car except to do her business for a solid week. We had
to keep a leash on her so we could walk her without
losing her or getting bitten. She would hop out, do her
business and jump back in. She was very firm; she
was NOT coming in to the house and she did NOT
want to be touched. We drove her around during the
day, doing errands and things. She spent the night in
the back of the SUV where we put the seats down and
added some dog beds to make a comfy kennel for her.

Closer to the end of the week, Bunny started
scooting closer and closer to her foster mom as they
were driving around. One day Bunny ducked her head
under her foster mom’s arm, asking for a pet. Finally,

she was ready to be touched. Not too much and not
too fast. Every day she asked for more and more. By
the end of the week she decided she was ready to set
foot in the house.

From there on her training went faster and faster.
She slept the first night in the bedroom and within a
few days was sleeping on the bed, cuddling on the
couch and acting almost like a real dog.

We are still working on her fear of new people but
she can now greet new people and within a few
minutes be sniffing them and introducing herself.
